Ms. Malin began her career with the Department in 1998 working in the Nursery Program at Taconic Correctional Facility as a Psychologist 1.  She decided to return to school (Fordham University) to obtain her Ph.D. degree in Clinical Psychology.  She worked and attended classes, and on evenings and weekends worked on her dissertation.

At the conclusion of her academic schooling, Dr. Malin spent one morning a week at the Rockland Psychiatric Center conducting research on “the factors that lead to better rehabilitation and treatment in an institutional setting for persons with serious mental illness and a co-occurring substance abuse problem.”  She completed her research, wrote her doctoral dissertation and successfully defended her results.  She earned her Ph.D. in Clinical Psychology in 2002.  Dr. Malin successfully took the New York State Licensing Exam becoming a licensed Psychologist in 2004.

Dr. Malin was able to balance work, family, and education to earn her degree.  Her education has given her the ability to make exceptional contributions to the Department as we continue to strive in meeting the unique needs of offenders with mental illness, developmental disabilities, substance abuse issues, and other special needs.
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
