Ms. Enright’s contributions to the former New York State Division of Parole (DOP) are many to say the least.  The Sex Offender Program, Social Services Benefits, Cross-Training of different agencies, Dependency Providers and the Parole Violation Unit have benefitted from Ms. Enright’s initiatives and leadership.  

She enlisted a group of professionals to provide services for parolees at reduced fees.  She has provided training to the Department of Social Services (DSS) staff that has led to cooperation with the field staff and the development of expedited process protocols.  In Westchester County, Ms. Enright was able to develop an initiative with the Commissioner of DSS allowing application for benefits (Medicaid coverage, food stamps, cash assistance, and housing) to be accepted prior to a parolee’s release insuring a smooth transition from prison to the community.

Her implementation of program enhancement has led to better opportunities for those that are on community supervision as well as to the field staff throughout the Hudson Valley Region.  Furthermore, her efforts have led to cost-savings, reductions in the parole violation hearing process, and expedited admission to treatment programs.
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
