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The Crime Victims’ Brick Memorial represents an extraordinary example of the essence of the many crime victims, their
families, service providers, New York State agencies including DOCCS, and people working together to achieve a
common vision. It stands today as a testament to the indomitable spirit that transcends and empowers. However, in the
18 years it has existed, the volume of victims being remembered has caused us to outgrow the space. View the site at
www.nycrimevictimstaskforce.org.
